[image: image1.png]1+ is a disgrace that the present Lessee should be allowed to desecrate such an area
of outstanding beauty and scientific interest. It is not possible to walk on the Quay
not only because of the litter of crates but it does have a very bad distinctive fish
smell that never used fo be the case under Len Hodges' management. In fact there
was never a smell at all and if there had been then visitors would not have gone there
specially to eat a dozen oysters. The foreshore was well managed as were all the
beds in the river but that does not seem to be the case now.

The metal trestles on the foreshore in several places, including Tremerlin, will have a
detrimental effect on the seabed especially with the movement of the sea. This will
cause damage to the seabed that will destroy the sea life in that area.
